Constitution of the Schenley Area Pool

V2.0 - May 9th, 2001

Article 1 -  General Provisions

Section 1 Requirements for Membership

1 Must have jumped off the rope swing at least once. The jump must be witnessed by four SAP members, one member of the SAP congress, the President of the Union, or one justice. If any of these, with the exception of Senators, are found guilty of lying through this process, their membership will be considered for expulsion. Senators can be expelled through this process, with a trial, needing two witnesses or a vocal confession heard in court.

2 Membership is given to Schenley residents as a royalty.

3 Leader Membership can only be granted via a two-thirds vote of current congress of Leaders and Co-Founders.

4 President and Vice President membership is via methods described in article four.

5 Justices and Diplomats are chosen by the President of the Union.

6 Membership may be obtained via unanimous vote in Congress.

Section 2 Length of Membership

1 Membership is held for as long as the SAP exists, unless member is expelled.

2 Membership cards must be reprinted yearly.

Section 3 Classes of Membership

1 Native - Schenley resident.

2 Co-Founder/Senator - Original SAP creators (only 5).

3 Lifeguard - Provides lifeguard duties.

4 Plain - No special class.

5 Leader/Representative - Same Duties as Co-Founder but is voted in.

6 President of the Union - Elected by members.

7 Vice President of the Union - Elected by members.

8 Justice - Chosen by President.

9 Diplomat - Chosen by President.


Section 4 Expulsion of Membership

1 Member does or attempts an act of destruction towards SAP.

2 Betrayal.

3 Not following rules.

4 Majority of Congress votes to remove the member.


Section 5 Season Length

1 The season shall run from the first day of June until the last day of August.

Article 2 -  Rope Swing

Section 1 Protection

1 Rope swing must be protected.

2 Rope swing must be approved safe to use by Congress before start of the season.


Section 2 Dangers of swinging

1 Use of the rope swing can be hazardous to your health. The members and Congress of the SAP are in no way responsible for injuries or such resulting in improper or unapproved use of the swing.

2 Members do not have to use the swing after their first swing. Swinging is done at YOUR OWN RISK.

Article 3 -   Founders and Congress

Section 1 Powers

1 All legislative powers herein granted shall be vested in a Congress of the SAP, which shall consist of a Senate and of Representatives.


Section 2 Elections

1 Congress consists of Co-Founders and members elected into congress.

2 To be elected into congress, the current congress is made aware of someone wanting to be included into the congress. Congress then votes. A 2/3 majority is required to induct the member in.

3 Original Co-Founders are Senators.

4 Voted in Congressmen are Representatives.


Section 3 Requirements

1 No person elected to congress shall be under sixteen years of age.

2 The person elected must have been a member for at least thirty days.


Section 4 Meeting

1 The Congress must meet at least two times a year. Ninety-percent of members must be present for it to be considered a session.


Section 5 Congressional rules

1 The Congress has no set rules. Rules may be drafted by members of Congress if needed.










Section 6 Making laws

1 Founders have the sole power to make the laws.

2 To submit a bill to be considered the congress member or the President can announce it to the congress, or can send a copy to every member of Congress. Bill is numbered, first number being the month, second being the day, and third being the year. Member who submits it must also include his or her name. 

3 The Congress votes on the bill after all debates are heard.

4 For a bill to pass, two-thirds of the congress must vote for it.

5 All bills passed are sent to the President of the Union. He has five days to review it. 

6 If the President of the Union does not sign it during these five days, the bill is sent back to the Congress. Three-fourths majority is required to pass it, then the bill becomes a law.

7 If the President of the Union vetoes the bill, three-fourths majority vote of Congress is needed to pass it.

8 All new laws are recorded in the book of SAP code.


Section 7 Expulsion of Congressional Members

1 A possible member expulsion is to be submitted in the form of a bill.

2 To expel a Representative, two-thirds of congress must vote for it.

3 Senators cannot be expelled, unless guilty of crimes against the SAP.


Section 8 Substitutions

1 Each Senator and Representative must choose a SAP member to provide substitution for ones self in cases of Vacation, Sickness, or other things that prohibit the Senator or Representative to attend a Congressional Session.

2 No SAP member may be picked for more than one person

3 NO SAP member may be picked who hasn't obtained 2 weeks membership

4 Congressional and Presidential Members may not act as substitutes.

5 Justices may act as substitutes.

6 Substitutions must be officially recorded in the book of SAP substitutions in order to be valid.

Article 4 -  President of the Union

Section 1 Responsibilities

1 The executive Power shall be vested in a President of the Union. He shall hold his Office during the Term of one summer, and, together with the Vice President, chosen for the same Term, be elected, as follows.







Section 2 Elections

1 The members vote for president of the Union.

2 Majority vote is required to be elected.

3 Candidates must request to be elected by the first day of June each year. 

4 In the case of a tie, Congress votes for the winner out of the candidates. If this results in a tie, a re-election is held.

5 Voters have three days to respond after given a ballot. Does not include the day the ballot is given.

6 The election of 2001 shall be decided by the Congress.


Section 3 Powers

1 The President may veto bills.

2 Submit bills to Congress.

3 Declare war, with consent of three-fourths of Congress.

4 Draft peace treaties.

5 Appoint Ambassadors.

6 Establish executive departments and their heads.

7 Provide emergency legislation during time of war.

8 Appoint Justices.


Section 4 Substitutions

1 In cases of vacation, sickness, or other things that prohibits the President to be contacted to perform duties for the SAP, the Vice-President acts as standing President.

2 In cases where both the President and the Vice President are absent, the head of the first created executive depart acts as standing department, with succession line via creation of departments.

3 Substitutions must be officially recorded in the book of SAP substitutions in order to be valid.


Section 5 Expulsion

1 A Presidential expulsion is to be submitted in the form of a bill.

2 To expel the President or Vice President, all of congress must vote for it.

Article 5 -  Judicial
Section 1 Composition

1 The judicial department will comprise of only three Justices.


Section 2 Election

1 The President of the Union chooses the three Justices.

2 Justices seats are up for consideration every year.






Section 3 Powers

1 With a vote of all three justices, any current law can be sent for reconsideration in Congress. A law can only be challenged twice on the same grounds.

2 May provide that an amendment to the Constitution is Unconstitutional.

3 Acts as a judge in arguments dealing with breaking of the rules.


Section 4 Expulsion of Justices

1 With a two-thirds vote of all members of Congress, or a majority vote of all members, a Justice can be expelled.

2 If a justice does anything unconstitutional, congress must have a vote of expulsion.

Article 6 -  Amendment Process

Section 1 Proposal

1 To propose a new amendment to the constitution of the SAP, a member of congress must submit it in the form of a bill, but with reference of amendment intentions. It may be submitted verbally during a session.

2 The three Justices must review the amendment. Two out of three must vote that it is constitutional for further review to be considered.

3 In cases where a Justice is absent, the vote must be unanimous.


Section 2 Debate

1 The amendment must be debated in Congress for a period not extending seven days. 


Section 3 Ratification

1 A vote must be conducted the day after congressional debate ends.

2 Two-thirds must vote to ratify the amendment.

Article 7 -  Ratification of the Constitution of the SAP

1 The ratification by the five co-founders of the SAP shall be sufficient for the establishment of this Constitution.

2 With the signature of all five co-founders, this document shall be in effect.
